Develop Responsibilities at Lowest Appropriate Level

For an effective INRM it is necessary to develop responsibilities at the lowest
appropriate level. The Bonn Recommendation for Action urges that decision
making; the implementation of projects and the operation of services should be
decentralized to the lowest level. Local government, community-based organ-
izations and private service providers should be responsible for the management
and operation of water services (ICFW, 2001c).

The EU WFD provides an appropriate institutional role by anchoring co-
ordination at the highest apex level and creating co-ordinating bodies at the river
basin level, but it is weak in the allocation of responsibilities for water services to
the lowest appropriate level.
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
