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6. Conclusion

The emergence of new household surveys in
developing countries allows a much more careful
examination of well-being and deprivation than
previously possible. Instead of relying on crude
indicators such as GDP/capita, life expectancy and
schooling information, these data allow a careful
examination of the multi-faceted dimensions of
poverty and deprivation. As such, they can be
used for investigations of broader notions of
poverty or deprivation.
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
