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CONCLUSIONS

The specialty of EM appears signifi-
cantly undersupplied in order to ade-
guately staff the nation’s current
number of EDs. Even if the number
of EDs is significantly reduced by
changes in the U.S. health care sys-
tem, an increase over the current
number of practicing EPs will likely
be needed. Since the number of EPs
required depends not only on the
number of EDs but also on the num-
ber of emergency patients presenting
for care, reduction in the number of
EDs may not reduce the nmumber of
needed EPs. A reduction in the num-
ber of EM residency positions does
not appear desirable in this decade.
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
