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9. Conclusions

The key competence of communication in the mother tongue is promoted in VET
through compulsory subjects. Foreign languages are also a mandatory part of the
curricula, including English as a compulsory subject and either French or German as
an optional subject. Mathematics is a compulsory subject and students through
practical training are given the opportunity to develop competences in mathematics,
science and technology. State-of-the-art machines and equipment used in labs and
workshops simulate the workplace as best as possible and special software and
computers facilitate learning in some subjects.
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
