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Conclusion
Present study shows that both the extracts of black

pepper have good antibacterial activity, but when
compared to Gram negative bacteria, Gram positive

bacteria are more susceptible to the extracts. The
mechanism of antibacterial action appears to be loss of
control over cell membrane permeability.
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
