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Relationship between Diabetes and Intraocular Pressure
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Discussion

Results of our research indicate the mean intraocular
pressure in diabetes (16.7141.96) was more than in non-
diabetes (12.86+1.45). However, the mean intraocular
pressure among both sexes of both groups did not show
a significant statistical difference.

It may be therefore concluded that diabetes as a
dangerous, prevalent disease which annually increases,
may be regarded as a factor effective in, and a basis for
the increase of glaucoma. This fact necessitates more
research on the relationship between diabetes and
intraocular pressure changes. It should be noted that
ocular outcomes often develop without showing any
symptoms.
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
