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This study highlights the potential significance of anti Ro52+Ro060— antibodies. We
found a high probability of autoimmune disease with a broader spectrum of
associated conditions than previously reported. Based on the testing strategy and
clinical criteria used in their diagnoses, the positive predictive value (PPV) for
autoimmune disease was 73% (71/97) and 87% (87/100) for Ro52+Ro60— and Ro52
+Ro60+, respectively. A significant proportion of autoimmune diseases in this
cohort included UCTD and many of these patients were being treated with
DMARDs
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
