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5. General discussion

In countries around the world, people are growing increasingly
concerned about the deliberate spread of incorrect information.
The present contribution aimed to deepen our insight in how people
judge politicians, by examining the relationship between ideology
and moral approval of spreading misinformation by politicians. Based
on literature outlining that individuals high (vs low) in RWA defer to
authorities, and that SDO is based on endorsement of a dog-eat-dog
worldview, a po-sitive association between right-wing attitudes and
levels of moral ap-proval of deceptive behaviors by politicians was
predicted.
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
