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Conclusion

This study used the CCF to assess the relationships among
protected areas, tourism and community livelihoods using
multidimensional concepts and nonlinear causation with the
focus on all community capitals as indicators of change. The
early protected area management regime was dominated by
managers who were solely concerned with preserving the
ecosystem (natural capitals) while neglecting human needs
and/or social issues (financial, social, political and human
capitals), thus contributing to community natural capital
alienation from other community capitals
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
