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7. Limitations and conclusion

This study is limited by certain methodological and sample issues,

mostly connected to our country-specific samples. The study was
conducted among Croatian public relations specialists and
journalists and this limits the possibility of generalizing our results
to other cultural surroundings. We also used a relatively short
questionnaire with single item indicators and unidentified
reliability and validity.
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
