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Two case studies :

Cracow and Warsaw The development plans and zoning regulations
produced in Cracow in 1994 and in Warsaw in 1999 illustrate two
different strategies to protect the valuable heritage of those cities. In
Cracow, a multilayered legislation tried to protect everything everywhere,
by giving regulators judgmental discretion on individual projects across
the city in order to safeguard the exceptional historical heritage of the
city. The zoning contributed to perpetuate existing land use. There was
no plan to let market forces play their role in selected highly accessible
areas outside the historical center.
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
