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4. Results

A total of 59 of the 180 samples were positive for
rotavi-rus infections (32.7%.). Sixteen samples of
these positive samples belonged to children
between 0-6 months of age (27.1%). The peak of the
rotavirus infections was in fall (32.2%). The 59
positive samples for rotavirus were sub-jected to
RT-PCR. Eight (13.6%) patients were coinfected with
astrovirus. The authenticity of the RT-PCR stage was
confirmed by sequencing.
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
