The most frequently observed POAs are supraven-tricular
tachyarrhythmias, especially AFib. The general issues for the
treatment of supraventricular arrhythmias are similar to those
recommended in other settings. The treatment of postoperative
ventricular arrhythmias is less clear but is similarly based on
general indications for the treatment of ventricular arrhythmias.
Finally, bradyarrhythmias are also frequently observed after
cardiac surgery due to the conduc-tion system trauma. Although
conduction disturbances often recover spontaneously, permanent
pacemaker implantation may be required.
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
