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7. Conclusion

In both case studies, there is a clear absence of planning and consideration of the needs of users, whether these
are the needs of vehicles or pedestrian movements. This absence has allowed other informal modes of transport to
fill this gap. With their current performance, the informal modes represent a huge threat to any regeneration
sustainability plans for both cities, as mentioned earlier in this paper. The current lack of policy attention and
knowledge related to informal public transport systems indicates the need for policy research regarding these
systems.
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
