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CONCLUSION

The results of the data analysis indicated that regular instructional supervision has a significant bearing
on students’ performance, instructional supervision has a significant relationship with instructional
processes, instructional problems has a significant relationship with instructional supervision, and
teachers classroom instructional processes has a significant difference on the academic performance of
secondary school students while institutional administration has no significant bearing on teachers
classroom supervision, instructional supervision has no significant relationship with educational
planning and academic program planning of secondary schools in Degema Local Government Area of
Rivers State.
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
