Today almost all cars require fuel and many haters would not work without oil. In short more than 85
percent of the global energy consumption is based on fossil fuel sources:i:e. oil cgas and coal. But to get
to these valuable resources of our plane, it is necessary to drill deeper and deeper- no easy enterprise.
Deep drilling technology (called “downhole drilling” in the field of oil and gas exploration) makes it possible
to recover oil and gas from depth of more than 2500 m.

Attending a good pre- school and primary school has more impact on children's academic progress than
their gender or family background. The Institute of Education study found that the quality of teaching
children receive is more important than their gender or family income. A high quality pre- school followed
by an academically effective primary school gives children's development a significant boost. But children
also need a stimulating early year home- learning environment to build upon.
