Today almost all cars require fuel and many haters would not work without oil. In short more than 85
percent of the global energy consumption is based on fossil fuel sources:i:e. oil (gas and coal. But to get
to these valuable resources of our plane, it is necessary to drill deeper and deeper- no easy enterprise.
Deep drilling technology (called “downhole drilling” in the field of oil and gas exploration) makes it possible
to recover oil and gas from depth of more than 2500 m. By combining downhole drilling with directional
drilling (dynamic position of a deep drill), previously unreachable oil reserves can be opened up, with
drilling depth if currently approximately 5000 m and drill lengths of up to 11000 m.

Oil is a limited resource, but is an integral part of our modern way of living. Therefore, in many regions of
the world, the black gold is recovered from deep inside the earth. In the USA, Russia, England, China and
the Middle East, many oil and gas recovery plants, both onshore and offshore, produce several thousand
barrels of petroleum or natural gas every day. Until February 2008, the longest drill hole for oil recovery
was 11680 m long. It was drilled in 2007 in the course of opening up the Chayvo oil field offshore from
the north - eastern coast of Sakhalin (Russia). This oil field is a approximately 2500 m deep, but it is
several kilometers from the coast.

Attending a good pre- school and primary school has more impact on children's academic progress than
their gender or family background. The Institute of Education study found that the quality of teaching
children receive is more importantthan their gender or family income. A high quality pre- school followed
by an academically effective primary school gives children's development a significant boost. But children
also need a stimulating early year home- learning environment to build upon.

The effective Provision of Pre- School Education project tracked almost 3,000 children from the time they
started pre- school until age 11.
