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Conclusion

School climate research has permeated literature in education and
psychology and offered a number of insights into the capacity of schools
to shape student learning, decrease delinquent behaviors, and improve
psychological well-being. There are several characteristics that can be
gleaned from an extensive review of the literature. First, school climate is
multidimensional. The inclusion of multiple domains enriches the
characterization of school climate research and increases the likelihood of
creating meaningful change through school reform initiatives that focus
on multiple pathways to student success.
