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4.3. Limitations and future directions

There were some limitations with the current data set that
precluded more complex analyses. We had a relatively
small sample size after exclusion criteria, and a possible
ceiling effect on the STEM-B which may have compromised
reliability (although we attempted to account for this by
correcting for attenuated reliability). The small within-
person N (a median of 11 data points per person) also
meant that there was not enough power to look at cross-
level moderation with confidence (e.g., whether EI
predicted the relationship between social sharing
motivations and the amount of social sharing engaged in).
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
